Each exam is made up of multiple choice questions: BSC has 105 questions and the remaining 4
modules have 85 questions.

At present the exams are pen and paper exams.
Time allowed to complete the CPIM exam is 3 hours.

The length of time required to complete the programme is entirely dependent upon you. You can
only take a maximum of two modules per exam date - one morning exam and one afternoon exam:-

Many candidates successfully complete two exams in one day. However, the choice is entirely yours
- do you have sufficient time to study two modules at the same time? Many lecturers would advise
sitting one at a time.
